News in the News

HARDWOOD LUMBER SUPPLIERS note
good business conditionsasthe year comesto adose on
the West Coast. Mogt of those interviewed by the
National Hardwood Magazne were upbeat and said that
their companieswere enjoying arecord year. Poplar is
one supplier's best slling item over the past three
months, and he expectsthat to continue.

An Oregon alder sawmiller said themarket was very
good. He notes that they are enjoying good business,
logsarecomingin at a good rate and they are beginning
to build log inventory for the winter. He also seesthe
market staying about the same through the next three
months, with a dow down during the month of
December.

In a Hardwood Review Express editorial, several
areas of the market show active outlooks. Digribution
yards are finding sales very good, with local demand
from cabinet and architectural millwork shops being
driven by the srong housng market. The flooring
indugtry continues to boom, with more companies
entering themarket. A gronger economy should help the
furniture industry, but more plant closings have been
announced as furniture sales from domestic producers
remain dower than many would like. Driven by the
housing market, kitchen cabinet salesare quitegood, and
several manufacturers are expanding or building new
plants. Millwork plants are busy, especially those
making sair products In wood components the demand
for cabinet doors has been geady, while demand for
furniture components has been dow. Pallet
manufacturers are caught between a rock and a hard
place. On one hand, raw materials are in short supply
and more expensve; on the other hand, it has been
difficult to raise pallet prices. Exports through June
2004 total ed 658 million board feet, 10% ahead of last
year'space.

The outlook - while there has been some dowing in

sales of upper-grade KD ash, priceshave seadied. Birch
will remai n grong, although the rapid growth of the past
year has peaked. Fair demand for cottonwood from
export marketsisthe good news, overall salesand prices
will be flat. Poplar has some problems. Demand for #1
and #2 common can change quickly depending upon the
health of Chinese markets.

OREGON’S FOREST COMPARE well globally,
according to a new OFRI/OSU report. While the concept
of sugtainable fores management has been around for
many decades, more recently it has taken on a broader
meaning than the ability of aforestto susan woodyield.
At the same time, decisons made in Oregon about forest
policy and pradice both influence and areinfluenced by
conditions through the nation and the rest of the world.
Moreover, changes in the world’ s ecological, economic
and social conditions in the past few decades have
affected the sugtainability of forestsworldwide and have
had adramaic dfect on global markets. This in turn, has
expanded the scope of choices to bemadein Oregon over
the future shape and direction of the date’'s fored
enterprise.

In a new OFRI/OSU report, Oregon’s forest
Sugtainability in a Global Context, Dr. Hal Salwasser,
dean of the OSU College of Foredry, and writer Gail
Wells examine how Oregon forests are influenced by
outside factors and how decis ons made in Oregon about
forest polity and practice have impactsin other countries
and regions. They alsolook at how Oregon forests stack
up against the rest of the world according to
internationally accepted criteria of environmental, social
and economic sugtainability. The report concluded that
Oregon has a grong foredry infragtructure, the research
capability and political will to solve those problemsthat
remain unsolved, some of the world's greatest forest
resources and the capadty to manage them for the whole
range of social benefitsin an environmentally sensitive

way.

THE ROAD TO FOREST POLICY of the Bush
Adminidration began to change with the appointments of
Ann Veneman, Secretary of Agriculture, and Mark Rey,
Undersecretary for Natural Resources and Environment
according to an article in the Hardwood Review Express.
Veneman subsequently appointed Dale Bosworth as
Forest Service Chief. These appointmentsrepresented a
change from the anti-use dant of the previous
adminigration. Mark Rey, espedally, can be considered a
friend to the forest products industry, having served asa
past vice president of the AF& PA. Thistrio and Presdent
Bush have enacted one major change to national forest
policy and quietly set the stage for more to follow since
2001. Mark Rey’'s assgant, Merlin Bartz, was the
Association’ sdinner speaker at its 2003 annual meeting.

The Healthy Forests Restoration Act of 2003 was



signed into law by President Bush on December 3, 2003.
Among other things, it sharply streamlined the complex
environmental analyses required of forest management
plans, allowing federal land agencies to use the best
science av ailable to actively mange land.

The Forest Sarvice proposed changesto the Roadless
Area Conservation Rule on July 12, 2004, which
President Clinton enacted by executive ordersjust days
before Presdent Bush's inauguration.  Clinton’s
Roadless Rule made nearly all human development,
mining, forest management and timbe harvesting il legal
on some 58 million acres of “inventoried roadless areas’.
Then on luly 21, 2004, the Hou se Resources Committee
passed two bills out of committee that represent the first
geps to reforming the 30-year old Endangered species
Act (ESA). Thesound Science for ESA Planning Act of
2004, HR 1662, would edablih standardsfor the quality
of scientific data required for ESA designations and
subject ev ery proposed ESA listing and recovery plan to
review by an indgpendent panel of non-biased scientists.
HR 2933, the Critical Habitat Reform Act, would al low
the Fish and Wildlife Service to consder the economic
impacts to a community before designating a habitat
“critical” to an endangered species. It would also work
to limit critical habitat des gnations to only those areas
currently used by the species.

Outsde of the forest, Presdent Bush’stax policies
have benefited small businesses, a category in which
most hardwood companiesfall.

FAMILY FOREST OWNERS from al around
western Washington met on August 28", and nearly
seventy landowners received expert information and
advice about red alder ecology, stand management,
quality and sorts, processing, prices, and economics. The
eventwas sponsored by WSU Extension, the DNR Forest
Stewardship program, the Washington Farm Forestry
Association, and WHA member Washington Alder, in
cooperation with the UW Rural Technology Initiative,
WHA, the Washington Hardwoods Commisson, the
OSU Hardwood Silviculture Cooperative, and OSU
Cooperativ e Extenson.

Glenn Ahrens, OSU Extenson Foreger and past
Education contadt for WHA, led tree farmersthrough an
introdudction to red alder ecol ogy, describing such things
asoptimal growth sites geogr aphic and elevation ranges,
nitrogen-fixing capacity, and discase and decay
resgance. The ecology introduction wasfollowed by
Andy Bluhm, Ass. Director of the Hardwood
Silviculture Cooperative at OSU. Bluhm shared the
research that he has been involved with, as well as the
rescarch of other alder specialists. His discussons
focused on “how-to” types of i nformation and rationale,
including controlling competing vegetation, regeneration
and stocking levels, thinning and pruning.

The participants also visited the Washington Alder

mill where the classwas guided through the savmill, kiln,
and sorting warehouse. The mill wasinfull sving for the
group, and they were given ample time for questions.
WHA member, Allan Feisst of Fencourt Farm, said, “ the
ader mill vidt was an excellent addition to the
educational program”.

After the aling and process ng tour, Dick Whitmore,
resource manager at Washington Alder, shared his
thoughts on the postive outlook for managing for red
ader. Larry Mason from RTI shared his economic
analyss research for managing alder. The workshop
wrapped up with a quedion-answer sesson where
landowners had a chance to ask follow-up questions from
the panel of speakers. WSU Extension Forestry Agent
Andy Perleberg said the on-line streaming video a lows
othersto virtually attend the workshop by accessing it at
http://ext.nrswsu.edu/Video/index.htm.

WASHINGTON'S BOARD OF NATURAL
RESOURCES adopted a western Washington trust land
sustained harvest that will produce 5.97 billion board feet
(westside harvest) over the planning decade 2007 — 2016
inclusive.

While DNR extends this sustained harvest calculation
for several decades, the agency is required by statute to
recalculate the harvest every decade. Estimated harvests
beyond 2016 are not reliable and should not be used as
such. Their primary purpose is to ensure no major
disruptions occur as a result of today’s land management
decisions. The adopted harvest appears to fall well within
reasonable boundaries. We caution that the above
numbers are best estimates that will change, perhaps
substantially, due to unforeseen events, e.g. catastrophic
weather, substantial market changes, etc.

A new chapter opens when environmentalists file suit
to block the Board’s actions. They will file a complaint
most likely using Washington's State Environmental
Policy Act and challenge some aspect of the process. That
action is expected within the next thirty days.
